Objectives of the Workshop:

NIST is planning to develop Federal standards for verifying the identity of Federal employees and contractors who are authorized to access Federal facilities and Information systems. The overall goals are to help enhance personal safety, assure information security, and protect personal privacy by establishing effective standards for secure and reliable methods of personal identification for use in Federal government applications.  

The purpose of the workshop is to examine technical and infrastructure topics related to secure and reliable methods of verifying the identity of Federal employees and contractors who are authorized access to Federal facilities and information systems.  The ultimate goal of the workshop is to help develop a standard framework that addresses secure and reliable forms of identification. The identification should be based on sound criteria for establishing an individual’s identity, should be rapidly verifiable electronically, and should be issued only by providers whose reliability has been established by an official accreditation process. 

Speaker Requirements and Information:
Guest speakers are invited to share their experience at the Personal Identity Verification (PIV) public workshop scheduled for October 7, 2004 from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. at the Hilton Hotel in Gaithersburg, Maryland. The workshop will consist of seven distinct topics focusing on specific requirements and developments in PIV technologies. Interested participants must be willing to share their extensive knowledge and experience with the audience concerning one or more of the following areas:

· Current PIV technologies and capabilities

· Federal Government PIV Requirements for specific departments such as Department of Defense, State Department, and Department of Homeland Security

· Use of Biometrics in PIV systems

· International developments in smart card and PIV technologies

· Interoperability Requirements/Issues

· Security and Privacy Issues
